6.  Reflection:  

 
a. According to God, Job was “blameless, upright, a man who fears 

God and shuns evil”. A righteous person may sometimes go through 
trials and sufferings (like Christ did). The wise and loving God 
allowed Job to be tested 
through Satan. God is 
sovereign. He allowed 
what may or may not 
happen to Job.(1:12, 2:6) 

b.  We can trust in God and 
accept from God the 
good things as well as 
the bad things as Job did 
(2:10). We must 
remember that God is a 
loving God when we go 
through trials and sufferings and know that He has a higher purpose 
for us in all things. (Romans 5:3-4 Not only so, but we also rejoice in our 
sufferings, because we know that suffering produces perseverance; perseverance, 
character; and character, hope.) And God promised to give us strength to 
go through the tough time. (1 Cor 10:13) 

 
7. Application: In troubled times, 

don’t doubt the goodness of 
God. Know that God never 
forgets about us and that He 
has a higher purpose for our 
sufferings and ultimately 
everything works together for 
our good (Romans 8:28). Pray 
for strength and patience to go 
through our tough times.  

8. Pray in Response to 
the Word & Pray for Each Other  
Pray according to the teaching of the Word of God today.
