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Think about it:  Our God is so forgiving 
and loving toward us. He is slow to 
become angry with us and He has so 
much love for us (Joel 2:13). When we 
do something bad and wrong (sin), we 
can always repent by promise the Lord 
not to do it again and stop doing it! 
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1) Opening prayer: Worship leader prays to ask the Lord to bless this 

Family Time, when the family gets together to worship God. 
 
2) Read the Verse of the Week: Worship leader asks everyone to 

read the verse of the week together: 
 

 
Joel 2:12 'Even now,' declares the LORD,  'return to me with 
all your heart,  with fasting and weeping and mourning.'

6)  Reflection:  

a) It is never too late to repent and return to God. In chapter 1 and 
the first half of chapter 2, the prophet Joel proclaimed the judgment 
of God in the form of terrible disasters which will imminently come 

upon Israel.  Then in Joel 
2:12 God said that even 
as the disasters are 
coming soon, the nation 
still have time to repent: 
“Even now,' declares the 
LORD,  'return to me with 
all your heart, with fasting 
and weeping and 
mourning.'  Are you 
thinking that it’s too late 
for you to repent? No, it’s 
never too late. God will always welcome back and love a repentant 
person. 

b) Repentance is not just external but internal, in the heart. God 
says: “rend your heart, not your garment.” (Joel 2:13). In the Old 
Testament, tearing off one’s clothing is a way an Israelite expresses 
remorse and repentance. But often time, people did that just show off 
even though they do not really repent in their heart. God says that 
true repentance may have outward signs, but it must begin with the 
heart.  

c) True repentance is not just a feeling, but it must result in action. 
True repentance is from the heart to the mind and then in action. 
True repentance must produce results: You must stop doing 
whatever sin that you are committing or else it is not true repentance. 

 
7) Application:  Is there a sin 

to repent? If so, repent by 
determine in the heart and 
the mind then into action: 
not to commit the same sin 
again.  

8) Pray in Response to the 
Word & Pray for Each 
Other  
Give thanks to God and praise Him. Pray according to the Word.
