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1) Opening prayer: Worship leader prays to ask the Lord to bless this 

Family Time, when the family gets together to worship God. 
 
2) Read the Verse of the Week: Worship leader asks everyone to 

read the verse of the week together: 
 

 
1 Cor 1:17 For Christ did not send me to baptize, but to 
preach the gospel — not with words of human wisdom, 
lest the cross of Christ be emptied of its power.  

 
 

Children Section 
Find the Answer:  Was Amos born into 
a prophet family? (7:14). What did 
Amos do before God called him to 
prophesy? (7:14).  Did Amos obey the 
Lord to stop doing what he was doing 
and became a prophet? (7:16). 

Children Section 
Think about it:  Amos was not very well 
trained to be a prophet, nor was he 
from a prophet’s family. But God called 
him to be a prophet anyway. God 
wants to show us that He can use 
anybody to do anything for him ! 

3) Sing a Hymn:  “To God Be The Glory”  or any hymn as appropriate. 
 

4) Bible Reading: Amos 7:10-17 
 
5) Observation questions: 

 
a) What message did Amaziah the priest send to Jeroboam the king? 

(7:10-11). 
b) What did Amaziah 

suggest Amos to do? 
(7:12-13). 

c) What did Amos do 
before God called him to 
be a prophet? (7:14). 

d) When did God call him 
to be a prophet? (7:15). 

e) What will happen to 
Amaziah the priest 
according to the Word of the Lord? And what will happen to Israel? 
(7:16-17). 

 
6)  Reflection:  

a) God often calls the 
inadequate  to serve. 
Amos said that "I was 

neither a prophet nor a prophet's son, but I was a shepherd, and I also took 
care of sycamore-fig trees. (7:14). Amos was not professionally trained 
as a prophet nor was he from the family of prophets. He was a 
farmer and fruit trees grower. God often calls the inadequate to be 
saved and to serve so that His power will display through them. “1 
Cor 1:26 Brothers, think of what you were when you were called. Not many 
of you were wise by human standards; not many were influential; not many 
were of noble birth.  But God chose the foolish things of the world to shame 
the wise; God chose the weak things of the world to shame the strong.” 

b) If God calls you to do something beyond your ability then He 
will equip you. God called Amos to a very difficult task: to 
pronounce God’s message of judgment to the kings and nations. He 
met with great opposition as he proclaimed God’s message. 
However, Amos said “But the LORD took me from tending the flock and said to 
me, 'Go, prophesy to my people Israel.'  Now then, hear the word of the 
LORD...”(7:15) God is the one who called Amos (“took me from tending 
the flock... Go, prophesy...) and equipped Amos with His word so 
that Amos can prophesy with authority. 

 
7) Application:  Do you feel 

that you are inadequate to 
serve God? If God confirms 
in your heart that He wants 
you to do a certain thing for 
Him, then you can be sure 
that He will equip you to do 
it. Just be courageous and 
go forward according to His 
calling.  

Children Section 
Do the Word:  Does God put in 
your heart to do something good 
for Him and you are afraid that 
you don’t have the talent or the 
ability to do it? Pray that God will 
enable you to do it and He will! 

8) Pray in Response to the Word & Pray for Each Other  
Give thanks to God and praise Him. Pray according to the Word. 

9) Re-Read the Verse of the Week: Worship leader asks everyone to 
read the Verse of the Week one more time and commit to memory.  

10) Pray The Lord’s Prayer & End
