4. Bible Reading: 2 Chronicles 33:1-20 (Reminder: Bible Reading for 
this week:  2 Chronicles chapter 16 to 36).

5. Observation questions:

Lord and causing the Lord to be angry with him? (33:2-6) 
c. What terrible things did Manasseh bring into the Temple of the Lord? 

(33:7). As a leader, what did he do to the nation of Judah? (33:9) 
d. How did Manasseh 

respond to the Word of 
God? (33:10) 

e.  How was Manasseh 
punished for the evil he 
had done? (33:11) 

f. When Manasseh 
repented, did the Lord 
forgive him? (33:13) 

 

6. Reflection:  
a. As a king, Manasseh abandoned his father’s godly influence and 

committed every kind of evil acts which caused God  to become 
angry. 
According the 
rabbinic 
tradition, 
Manasseh 
killed the 
prophet Isaiah. 
The king also 
led the nation 
astray (33:9) 

b. The result of his lifestyle and his evil deeds brought God’s judgment 
upon him. We will surely not escape God’s judgment if we continue 
to live in sin. 

c. However when Manasseh repented, God forgave him and restored 
him to his former throne. This is amazing, considering what 
Manasseh had done! God’s grace is amazing indeed! 

 
 

7. Application:  
The Lord is always forgiving as 
long as we truly repent of our 
sins, confess to God, take 
concrete action to change sinful 
behaviour (repentance means to  
change our mind about sins and 
then turn from the sinful way to 
follow the godly way.)

8. Pray in Response to the Word & Pray for Each 
Other  
Pray according to the teaching of the Word of God today. 
 

9. Re-Read the Verse of the Week:  
Worship leader asks everyone to read the Verse of the Week one more 
time and commit to memory. Please also review last week’s  verse 
(James 1:5). 

10. Pray The Lord’s Prayer & End 
Everyone prays the Lord’s Prayer together and the Family Worship Time 
ends.
