Think about it:  Have you ever wanted 
to be wise, to know how to do things 
right, to live right?  The Bible says that 
to really be wise, a person must first 
respect and think highly of the Lord, 
that is to have the fear of the Lord. 
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1) Opening prayer: Worship leader prays to ask the Lord to bless this 

Family Time, when the family gets together to worship God. 
 
2) Read the Verse of the Week: Worship leader asks everyone to 

read the verse of the week together: 
 

Prov 1:7 The fear of the LORD is the beginning of 
knowledge, 
but fools despise wisdom and discipline.  

 
3) Sing a Hymn:  “Holy, Holy, Holy” or any hymn as appropriate.

Find the Answer: How does a person 
begin to have knowledge (1:7)  
(knowledge: learning, knowing many 
things). What is the fear of the Lord? 
(respect and think highly of the Lord). 

4) Bible Reading: Proverbs 1:1-7 (Worship Leader or a volunteer reads 
these Bible verses). 

 
5) Observation questions: 

 
a) Who is the author of 

(most of) the Proverbs? 
(1:1) 

b) What are the purposes of 
proverbs? (1:2-4). 

c) What do the wise get 
when they listen to 
proverbs? (1:5) 

d) What do the discerning get when they listen to proverbs? (1:5) 
e) How to begin to have knowledge? (1:7a) 
f) Who despise wisdom and discipline? (1:7b) 

 
6) Reflection:  

a) The book of Proverbs is the book of wisdom of God. The central 
theme of the book is that to truly be wise, a person must first have 
reverence for God, respect God and honor Him as God, the Creator 
of the Universe. That is he/she must have the “fear of the Lord” or 
the proper relationship with God.  

b) Through out the Bible, the “fear of the Lord” gives a person great 
benefits.  It adds length to life (Prov 10:27). It is the fountain of life 

(Prov 14:27). It leads to 
life (Prov 19:23). It helps 
a person to avoid evil, 
sins (Prov 16:6). It 
brings wealth, honor 
and life (Prov 22:4).  

c) Isaiah 33:6 says the 
“fear of the Lord” is the 
KEY to wisdom and 
knowledge and many good things (also Prov 1:7 & 9:10).  

d) What is the fear of the Lord? It is the reverence for God as the holy 
God who will not tolerate sin. It is the respect for God as the Almighty 
God (omnipotent), All-knowing (omniscient), ever-present God 
(omnipresent). It is the knowledge that God is just and He will bring 
everything into the final judgment. As a child of God we should have 
the healthy fear of God, as the Heavenly Father, not the terrifying 
fear of punishment. (1John 4:8). 

e) God described Job as a man who “fears God and shuns evil” (Job 
1:8). The fear of the Lord helped Job to avoid sins. 

 
 

7) Application: When you are 
tempted to commit a sin, 
remember that God is holy and 
all-knowing and that He will not 
tolerate sins. Say to yourself 
that “I will respect and honor 
God and that I will not yield to 
this sin.” 

 
8) Pray in Response to the 

Word & Pray for Each Other  
Give thanks to God and praise Him. Pray according to the teaching of 
the Word of God today. Pray for one another, the Church and the World.

And pray 
“please God help me to respect 
you and not sin.” 

9) Re-Read the Verse of the Week: Worship leader asks everyone to 
read the Verse of the Week one more time and commit to memory. 
Please also review last week’s verse  (Matthew 28:20b).  

10) A Reminder: Remind each other to read the Bible this week: Proverbs.
